Your essay should reflect a balance of fluid and creative writing skills and
academic intent.
A 200 word statement describing contributions you are committed to making in
relation to the IAIS program and the intellectual community at Haskell. You may
state your goals, with respect to education, your practical experience in Native
communities, the areas of academic interests that you will share with your fellow
classmates, etc.

carefully proofread, and demonstrate writing ability at the junior-level.
